Acclaimed biographer, Margot Peters, author of “Alfred Lunt and Lynn Fontanne:  Design for Living”  will read excerpts from her book at the McMillan Library, 490 East Grand Avenue, Wisconsin Rapids on Saturday, March 25 at 3 pm.  The event is open to the public, and includes a book-signing and reception following the reading.

Ms. Peters is an author of 11 books, among them “Unquiet Soul: A Biography of Charlotte Bronte”, “The House of Barrymore”, “May Sarton: A Biography” and “Mrs. Pat: The Life of Mrs. Patrick Campbell”.  She was Professor of English a the University of Wisconsin and holds a Ph.D in Victorian literature and  served as a jury member for the 2000 Pulitzer Prize.   

“Design for Living” is a biography of the most famous English-speaking acting team of the twentieth century.  Individually, they were recognized as extraordinary actors, each one a star celebrated, imitated, sought after.  Together, they were legend.  Margot Peters capture the gallantry of two remarkably gifted people who lived for their art and found each other.  Alfred Lunt and Lynn Fontanne were once described as an “amazing duet of intelligent and gaiety.”  Margot Peters re-creates the fun and the fireworks.
